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General Reminders


Please ensure that your child has his/her PE kit in school as well as an outdoor PE kit. You can keep these in two separate bags to make it easier for your child to access independently from their peg. Please make sure all items and bags are clearly labelled. 





Please ensure your child has a labelled water bottle and a healthy snack that fits in their book bag. Children do not need a Lunchbox in Reception. 





For reasons of safety children are not allowed to wear jewellery in school.  If children have to wear earrings in pierced ears, then only one pair of small studs may be worn. No hooped earrings.





We do not have room for back packs and your child will not need one in Reception, a Book Bag is sufficient. We also supply stationary so a pencil case is not needed.  





A pair of wellies will be need which can be kept in school at all times so that your child can use the outdoor learning environment all year round. An extra warm layer may be needed in colder months but you will be informed of this at a later date. 





At the beginning of term, we will send story books home weekly for you to enjoy with your child. Please ensure you write down when you have read with your child in their Reading Diary, if empty your child’s books will not be changed as we will assume they have not read. Please keep their reading record in their book bags at all times. 





On Monday 14 th September we will activate your child’s Tapestry account and an email will be sent to the email you provided us with for you to follow. Once you receive the email you will need to do this as soon possible as it expires after 24hours. Children who attended Pre-School at St. Joseph’s do not need to do anything as you already have access to Tapestry.
